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But God had other plans.

Dietrich. Bonhoeffer was martyred for his faith in April, 1945, by Hitler's Third Reich. In his
classic work, “The Cost of Discipleship,” he wrote, “When Christ calls a man, He bids him
come and die.” On July 15, 1980, Nick’s plans, ambitions & goals all died. Bonhoeffer de-
scribes it this way: “The call to follow Jesus at once produces a new situation....In the gospels,
the very first step a person must take is an act which radically affects his/her Who/e existence.”
I'll confess—I was scared to death. | remember telling a friend, “It was like walking off a cliff
blindfolded. Until that night, | had my life neatly planned out. Then Jesus showed up—and all
heaven broke loose.”

After we prayed together, Jim encouraged me to write my decision down in my Blb|e—WhICh I
did. I still have that Bible. (See picture above.)

The next morning, my Music Pastor, Bob Griffin, said something to me I'll never forget. He

said, “Nick, remember—if you can be happy doing anything else, God hasn't called you.” The

past 30 years have not all been pretty. In fact, some of it has been brutally painful. But when
did Jesus say following Him would be safe or predictable? Following

the wild, untamable Lion of Judah has been nothing short of an ad-
venture full of—as Mike Yaconelli describes it - “dangerous wonder.”
